· Scholars are individuals who are starting out on a career dedicated to the advancement of nursing science in Europe through scholarship and research. Potential Scholars will not yet have achieved the same breadth and depth of achievement in publications or grant funded research of Fellows.

· Fellows are individuals with an established career in nursing research who have made significant contributions to the advancement of nursing science in Europe through scholarship and research. Potential Fellows will have an acknowledged track record and will have achieved a considerable breadth and depth of achievement in publications and grant funded research. 

Criteria in Brief
Scholars: 
1. are qualified as a nurse

2. work in a European State

3. have completed the three year EANS summer school programme, or have completed a doctoral degree.

Fellows:

1. are qualified as a nurse

2. work in a European State

3. have made a significant contribution to the advancement of nursing science in Europe through scholarship and research
4. have published frequently in scientific journals listed in citation indices
Fellowship will be awarded to applicants with a track record of peer reviewed publications and/or evidence of advanced scholarly activity. The minimum number of scientific papers required for Fellowship of EANS published in journals listed in a citation index is ten (10). Membership of EANS is based on continuing active scholarly activity as evidenced in curriculum vitae. Fellows must reapply every five years, Scholars every three years. It is expected that Scholars who are granted initial membership by virtue of completing the EANS summer school will have completed their PhD by the time they reapply for membership unless they have been studying part time, have taken a career break or can supply evidence of exceptional mitigating circumstances.
