4. TRANSPORTATION 

The Metro system in Barcelona is fast, efficient and clean with air-conditioned trains. Buy a T-10 ticket (10 tickets in zone 1) and use it by all public transport you can change lines as much as you like for an hour and a quarter at a price of only 78 cents per voyage! You can change to a bus and then a train on the same ticket – you must “mark” the ticket each time you enter a new transport. See the metro map for routes available: http://www.tmb.cat
 

Local buses run from any where to almost every where in the city. On the bus shelters there are maps showing the routes taken by the buses stopping there and area maps – very useful for checking where you are – showing all buses passing in the roads around. You can also ask for a full map of all buses routes in Catalunya or Diagonal metro stations.  

If you can use the buses, you’ll see a so much of the city, and be delighted with the regular service, clean interiors and air conditioning in all in buses. Use your T-10 or pay 1,45 € for a single.

Taxis are an affordable alternative to public transport. A 15 minuts journey will only cost about 10 Euros. Licensed Taxis have to charge you the amount displayed on the meter. However if you are carrying extra luggage there may be a small surcharge. Rates will be displayed inside the cab. Official Barcelona Taxis are yellow and black and a green illuminated light on the top of the Taxi indicates that it's available for hire.

If you're attempting to get around in the very heart of the city a taxi may not be the best choice. Most of the city centre is pedestrianized and the roads that go through the centre can be quite small and congested. In such circumstances you have two main options, the Barcelona transport system (metro and buses) or walking.

Tourist Bus. The tourist bus, or Bus Turístic in Catalan, runs around two set routes, allowing you to jump on and off outside the main tourist attractions which it passes all day long for 23 €. You can buy tickets on board the tourist bus, at the Barcelona tourist information centres and Sants Station. The start point for both routes is Plaça Catalunya. 

HOW TO GET to the scientific meeting place: 

1. From Barcelona airport to Barcelona City Center (12,5 km).  www.aena.es
       a. Taxi: Taxis to the airport should cost around about 30-35 € from the centre, depending 

            on time and traffic congestion. 

You will find a taxi rank outside any of the main terminal exits Terminal 1 (T1)  or Terminal 2 (and of the 3 buildings of Terminal 2 - T2A, T2B or T2C). Look for the sign pointing to the nearest taxi rank. The taxis operate all night and there are several hundred of them so you don't have to worry about not being able to catch a cab. 

The journey to the city centre will take you between 20 to 30 mins depending on road conditions. If you are travelling from Terminal 1 rather than Terminal 2, this will add an extra 4 kms to your journey and take approximately 5 minutes more.

       b. Aero bus: A1 and A2

            The Aerobus is the express bus service that runs regularly between the airport and the 

            city centre. 

            If you are going to Terminal 1 you will need to catch the A1 Aerobus – this journey takes 

            25 – 30 minutes. If you are going to Terminal 2 you will need to catch the A2 Aerobus – 

            this journey takes 30 – 35 minutes. Both buses look the same, but have different 

            numbers on the front of the bus.

           This bus goes up to Pl. Catalunya and takes to reach about 30 minutes.

       c. Train: RENFE train will take you from Barcelona airport to the city centre where you can 

           change for the metro system at either Barcelona Sants (Sants Estacio) or Passeig de 

           Gracia stations. Tickets  3.15 Euros. Journey time is about 25 minutes. The Train station  

           is based at T2 in-between T2A and T2B therefore if you are arriving at T1 and want to  

           catch the RENFE train into the town centre you will need to catch the airport shuttle bus 

           to the Train station at T2 first.
